TECHNICAL OR COMMUNITY COLLEGE SCHOLARSHIP PROGRAM 

 
The Owatonna Foundation is pleased to make available $10,000 to be used to assist individuals 
who will attend a technical or community college.  Eligible applicants should have an Owatonna 
mailing address or have worked at an Owatonna business for at least the past two years and have 
graduated from high school or possess a GED.  Scholarship awards can be up to $3,000.  The 
Owatonna Foundation supports the new Owatonna Opportunity Scholarship available for 
students attending Riverland College.  Students are not eligible for this scholarship if they are 
receiving the Owatonna Opportunity Scholarship.

The Owatonna Foundation Scholarship Committee will select scholarship recipients.  After the 
Committee meets, applicants will be notified of the decision via mail. 
 
INFORMATION REQUESTED: 
● Completed application. 
● Essay question response. 
● Official college transcript if applicant is currently enrolled at a postsecondary institution. 
● A reference letter from a person (preferably a current or former employer or college 

instructor) who can describe applicant’s personal qualifications for this scholarship. 
 
CRITERIA FOR GRANTING SCHOLARSHIPS: 
● Applicant will have graduated from high school prior to or with last year’s graduating class 

or possess a GED.   
● Applicant must have an Owatonna mailing address or have worked at an Owatonna business 

for at least the past two years. 
● If an applicant has already been accepted to a technical or community college program 

without a high school diploma or GED, he/she may apply for the scholarship.  
● Students currently enrolled or planning to enroll in a non-four-year program are eligible for 

the scholarship. 
● Applicant may pursue education on a full- or part-time basis but must be enrolled in a 

minimum of three credits.  Withdrawal from college will result in the loss of remaining 
scholarship money. 

● Primary criteria for scholarship award will be career aptitude, work ethic, and a positive 
attitude.
